MCMLA 20005 Exhibit Rules, Regulations, and | nfor mation

Rules

These rules and regulations governing the exhibits under the
auspices of the Midcontinental Medical Library Association
and University Guest House and Conferences Services are
part of the agreement for space.

Purpose
The exhibit program, which is aimed at reinforcing the

relationship between exhibitor and meeting MCMLA
members, is for educationa and informational purposes only.
Sales may not be made nor orders taken during the exhibition.

Exhibit spacelocation

Preference for location will be based upon receipt of
application with payment and choices. Deadline for
submission of application is August 31, 2005. MCMLA
cannot guarantee that space will till be available on that date.

Cancellation/failureto occupy

In the event an exhibitor cancels its participation, refunds will
be made as follows: for cancellations prior to September 1,
2005 - 100% refund; after September 1, 2005 — no refund.
Any space not occupied will be forfeited by exhibitor without
refund.

Use of Space
Exhibitors shall arrange their exhibits so that they do not

obstruct other exhibits. Aides must be kept clear. Safety and
fire exits and equipment must be left accessible and in full
view at all times.

Liability

It is mutually agreed that the MCMLA shall rot be liable to
an exhibitor for any damage to or loss or destruction of an
exhibit or the property of an exhibitor or injuries to hig’her
person resulting from any cause. All claimsfor any such loss,
damage or injury are expressly waived by the exhibitor.

Security
MCMLA shall exercise reasonable care for the protection of

exhibitors materials and displays. Beyond this, MCMLA, the
University of Utah Campus, or any office, director or staff
member thereof will not be responsible for the safety of the
property or the exhibitor from any cause.

Redtrictions
MCMLA reserves the right to prohibit any display or exhibit
or any part of aproposed exhibit which it judges unsuitable.

Noise

Public address, sound-producing, and amplifying devices that
project sounds (i.e., music, singing) beyond the exhibitor’'s
space are prohibited.

Food and beverages

Exhibitors may dispense bite-sized snacks/candy from their
exhibit. Sponsored or co/sponsored food will be set in areas
designated in Conference program.

Floor Prizes

Floor prizes may be given from private drawings at any of the
exhibits. You are responsible for type of prizes and their
delivery. MCMLA will make every effort to ensure, but
cannot guarantee that al winners are qualified potentia
buyers of exhibit goods and services.

Shipping/ storage

Specific questions regarding shipping and storage should be
directed to the University Guest House and Conference
Services. The exhibitor agrees to ship al articles to be
exhibited at his’her own risk and expense.

Setup of exhibits
Exhibits are to be set up on Monday, September 19, 2005,

between the hours of 7 am. and 8 am. Because attendees
begin arriving about 8 am., you are encouraged to have
exhibitsready for review by that time.

Exhibit Hours

Exhibits will be open Monday September 19, 2005 between 8
am. and 4 p.m. As both A.M. and P.M. breaks are scheduled
in the exhibit hal, you are encouraged to be present at those
times.

Removal of exhilits

Exhibits may be dismantled at your discretion on Monday
afternoon, September 19, 2005. Exhibits will be dismantled
after 4 p.m. on Monday.

Rights of trade show management

Should any emergency arise, of any nature, previous to the
opening show date which would prevent its scheduled
opening (destruction or damage to the exhibit area by fire,
wind storm, strikes, acts of God, etc., or a declaration of any
emergency by the Government), it is expressy agreed that
MCMLA may retain as much of the payment for exhibit space
asis necessary to cover the expenses incurred by MCMLA up
to the time of such emergency. All points not covered by
these rules are subject to the judgment of MCMLA.
